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John Calvin 
This year a lot of attention has rightfully been given to the 200th 

anniversary of the birth of Abraham Lincoln.  What you might not be aware 
of is another important birthday that happens this year that we in the so-
called Reform tradition (The Presbyterian Church (USA) is the largest 
Reformed Denomination in the United States) ought to recall; the 500th 
birthday of John Calvin.  Calvin was born on July 10, 1509 in France. 

When Calvin was a young teenager the movement known as the 
Protestant Reformation was just beginning with Martin Luther in Germany and a man named Huldrych Zwingli in 
Switzerland as its primary leaders.   As a young adult, Calvin was influenced by these leaders, particularly Luther 
and began to speak and write to support their ideas. The conservative establishment in France did not look kindly 
on this new teaching and persecuted some of the adherents to this new Reformation. Calvin went into hiding 
eventually ending up in Switzerland where he became one of the great leaders of the second generation of 
Reformers.   

Calvin is often credited with being the great mind of the Reformation 
producing a series of commentaries on nearly all the books of the Bible and writing 
(and rewriting several times) a great theological book called the Institutes of the 
Christian Religion.  This text is still studied in many Seminaries today.   

Calvin is often portrayed as someone who was very strict and rigid in regard to 
what he believed. For instance, Calvin rejected music in worship except for the singing 
of the psalms and frowned upon art in churches.  Yet it is Calvin’s overall theology 
that is truly important today. If we want to put Calvin’s thought in a nutshell (a 
dangerous practice), we might conclude that for Calvin all revolves around the 
sovereignty of God.  So, if you believe that God has a definite plan for every moment 
in your life including the time and method of your death; that would be consistent with 
a strict Calvinist teaching.  For Calvin, everything including salvation was totally out of the hands of believers.  
Perhaps his most controversial teaching was the notion that some people are elected for salvation before the 
beginning of creation and all others are damned and there is nothing anyone can do to change that reality.  Yet 
Calvin’s harsh teachings are rooted in the age in which he lived. It was a hard time to be alive, many children died 
very young. Calvin would lose his own wife at a very early age and to come to grips with the loss he needed to 
affirm the sovereignty of God.  All things happen to fulfill God's good purpose even if we cannot understand them.  

Yet from Calvin’s theology came the roots of modern economic thought. Calvin believed that all human 
vocations were worthy and ought to be done in praise to God.   Calvin valued education and from the Calvinist 
movement the idea of education for all people so that all might read the scriptures became very important. Many of 
the early settlers of our nation came from the Calvinist Camp (Pilgrims, Puritans, and of course Presbyterians).  The 
notion of God's providence is one of the central tenets of our Founding Fathers that derived from the writings of 
Calvin.  Lincoln’s second Inaugural Address is ripe with Calvinist teaching on the Sovereignty of God at work in 
the War Between the States.    

Today, there are not so many strict Calvinists, yet his thought and teachings still hold sway over many 
theological movements today on the right and the left.  While most of Calvin’s ideas have softened over the 
centuries, we nevertheless ought to hold him in high regard as we contemplate the role that faith ought to play in 
our lives. Calvin believed it was necessary to trust God and that ought to be at the core of who we are even today.  
Calvin believed that the church is a place where believers gather to experience God's grace through the Holy Spirit 
and learn about God and ourselves so that we can go and be the people God's calls us to be.  Calvin understood the 
need to place God at the center of who we are and saw the need for believers to embrace the Sovereign power of 
this God to be at work in the past, the present and the future.   So, if you remember, on July 10, say a little prayer of 
thanks for John Calvin, one of the great leaders of the church.
